CANCELLED GAMES:
When the weather gets bad Parks and Recreation makes the determination on if fields can be
played on, PAL has no control over this decision. On Saturday Parks and Recreatia@dcancel
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play on all fields. We did manage to play the Pee Wee games because they are scheduled to play
on the new FieldTurf fields at Valverd®AL has never made upgular seasofootball games

that have been cancelled due to the weather conditions. We have had settsolast 10 years

where 2 weeks of play have been cancelled. Itis not mathematically possible for PAL to
reschedule all the games and get them in before the regular season ends. Each week there are 34
games scheduled for play and we did get eightVPee games completed. This leaves 26 games

that would need to be rescheduled. The only facility we have that has lights and FieldTurf is
Valverde Park, we wonOt reschedule games on grass fields because those games could be
cancelled by Parks and Recreatfor weather conditions which puts us back to square one.

We do realize that there were some big games scheduled on Saturday, but there are also big
games scheduled for this week al$éo one can control the weather and Parks and Recr@ation
decisions for cancelling play on grass fields, so basically it is what it is and we hiaeenith

what the situatiomnd make the best of it for the sake of the kids.

SIDELINE PASSES:

All coaches must have a sideline pass to be aedine sideline. If a coach is on the sideline and
has not met all requirements (background and certification) to be issued a pass he will be
suspended for 2 gamasad the suspension will continue until he has met all requirements and
issued a sideline pas# the coach gets ejected from the game he witiuspended for one year
and then can reapply at that time for a coaching position.

PLAYER HEALTH & SAFETY:

Coaches make sure that your players get plenty of theétsre during andafterthe games. Thi
can be very dangerous for the players. We need to pustiety firstand make sure they are
hydratedwith water not pop. This applies to practice alédso make sure they are dressed
appropriately for the weather conditions.

FUNDRAISING:

The Director of PAL (Russ Parisi) or the Office Manager (Anna Corbett) must approve all
fundraising when using Denver PALOs name.
